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Earned Income Tax Changes  
 

In 2008 Pennsylvania passed Act 32 to provide for 

consolidation and standardization of the local 

earned income tax system.  Act 32 creates new tax 

collection districts, mandates employer withhold-

ing starting in 2012 and standardizes tax forms. 

 

The Fox Chapel Area School District and its mem-

ber communities, including OôHara Township, are 

part of the Allegheny North Tax Collection Dis-

trict.  The members of the ANTCD have appointed 

Keystone Collections Group as their new Earned 

Income Tax Collector. 

 

Upon implementation of Act 32 in January of 

2012, every employer will be required to deduct 

from payroll the employee's resident tax (where 

the employee lives) and remit payment to Key-

stone.  Keystone will then disburse the monies to 

the proper tax collector for distribution to the mu-

nicipality where the employee lives.  Payroll de-

duction of EIT for ALL employees will begin with 

the first payroll of 2012 meaning that as of January 

1, 2012 employees will no longer be required to 

pay their local tax collector directly. 

 

Employers must also have each employee com-

plete a Certificate of Residency form.  The Certifi-

cate of Residency provides information including a 

Political Subdivision (PSD) code to help identify 

the municipalities where an employee lives and 

works.  Your Employer should provide you with 

this form.  The PSD code for OôHara is 710405.

As part of the residential solid waste and recycling 

contract with Waste Management, you will have a 

convenient new opportunity to dispose of your 

Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) safely, easily 

and responsibly.  

 

Introducing At Your Door Special Collection , 

a new residential service offered by WM to pro-

vide year-round HHW collections for you.  Ap-

pointments for the home pick-up program for 

Household Hazardous Waste began this Fall.  Call 

Center operators are available from Monday - Fri-

day 8:00 AM - 5:00 PM Eastern time.  Leave a 

message after hours, weekends and holidays. You 

can e-mail the Call Center: atyourdoor@wm.com. 

 

HOW DOES IT WORK? 

1. To participate - You must contact the Call Cen-

ter (1-800-449-7587) to set up a collection ap-

pointment.  The Call Center operators will guide 

you through the steps toward a safe and successful 

collection. You will be asked several questions, 

including your address and the type and amount of 

materials available for collection.  You will be 

provided a convenient collection date and informa-

tion about where to place the HHW kit for collec-

tion. A kit will be sent to your home in plenty of 

time for you to gather and pack your materials. 

2. Preparing for collection - The HHW kit includes 

a program instruction sheet and other items to help 

pack and secure household hazardous waste. All 

materials such as gasoline, poisons, pesticides and 

aerosols, must be placed in the kit.  Other items 

may be placed outside the kit. 

3. HHW material is collected - On the scheduled 

date, the customer service technician will collect 

materials directly from your home.  They will sort 

and pack the materials for proper transportation, 

recycling and disposal. Participants will receive a 

postage-paid survey card to complete and mail 

back to help track the program. 

4. You have more material than will fit into the 

kit? - Donôt worry! Remember, this service is 

available year-round. Just schedule another collec-

tion! Small quantities may be combined with your

Following are the typical materials that must be placed 

inside the kit for collection: garden chemicals, ther-

mometers, solvent, batteries, oil-base & latex paint, 

metal polish, aerosols, pool chemicals, cleaners, adhe-

sives, antifreeze, used motor oil, gasoline and sharps 

(needles, etc) placed in a sealed rigid plastic container.

MATERIAL THAT WILL NOT BE COLLECTED: 

Waste Management does not collect ammunition, 

medicine, explosives, asbestos, or materials in unla-

beled or leaking containers.  Consoles, lamps, appli-

ances or exercise equipment, etc. will not be accepted.

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Snow Removal  
 
The Public Service 
Department has the 
responsibility of clear-
ing municipal streets 
of snow and ice. Our 
goal is to provide you with the highest possible level 
of service. When snow begins to lay on the roads, road 
crews are called out, but all roads cannot be treated at 
once. Untreated roads may be slippery and treacher-
ous. If possible, stay off the roads during this period. 

 

Plowing operations usually occur with the accumula-
tion of 1 to 3 inches or more of snow. During snow-
falls when plows are used, the initial passes of the 
snowplow are to open the road for traffic. Expect to 
have snow pushed back to the curb on a later pass. 
 
To minimize the amount of snow that gets deposited 
in front of your driveway, stand at the street facing 
your driveway and shovel snow to the left side of your 
driveway. This will reduce the amount of snow depos-
ited in front of your driveway.  
 
Property owners and businesses are reminded that 
snow and ice must be removed from the sidewalk 
along the frontage within 24 hours of the beginning of 
a snowfall. Blowing or shoveling of snow into the 
street is a violation of municipal ordinances and can 
cause accidents. Property owners assume a serious 
liability for such a practice. 
 
To assist the Public Service Department during snow 
removal, please adhere to these suggestions: 
 

1. Do not drive unless absolutely necessary. If 
possible wait a while to give salt crews a 
chance to treat roads. 

2. Remove your vehicles from the street. Park in 
your driveway or yard. If it is necessary to park 
along the street, leave enough room for plow 
trucks to fit between parked cars. 

3. Do not shovel or plow snow from your drive-
way or walkway into the street.  

4. If you hire a plowing service, advise them not 
to push snow into the street or in front of 
neighboring property. 

5. Clear areas for pedestrian crossings at intersec-
tions.

6. Remove snow from around fire hydrants. 
7. When you notice a salt truck approaching 

from the opposite direction, slow down and 
move away from the center of the road to 
avoid having salt hit your vehicle. 

8. When following a salt truck, keep a safe 
distance as trucks may make sudden stops 
or turns.Ç 

Spring Leaf Collectio n 
 

Spring leaf collection service will 

be conducted from March 26 - 

April 8, 2012.   

 

All leaves must be placed along 

the curb within four (4) feet of 

the edge of the street, but not in 

the street.  No other materials 

should be mixed with the leaves.   
 

Crews from the Public Service Department will  

collect leaves in an orderly fashion on all streets 

using the Zones previously established.  Residents 

do not need to call the Township for this service. 

 

To find out which Zone your residence is in or 

where collection is taking place, check the Town-

ship website at www.ohara.pa.us and click Leaf 

Collection on our homepage.  Collection locations 

will be updated on a daily basis.Ç

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Spring Brush Collectio n 
 

Spring brush collection service will be offered 

from April 9 - April 20, 2012.  Residents must 

contact the Township at 412-784-1784, Ext. 203 

during that period to request collection services. 

Callers should say that they are requesting brush 

pick-up and be prepared to leave their name, ad-

dress and telephone number.  Requests are for one 

pick-up only.  If, after collection, additional mate-

rial is placed at the curb, another request for col-

lection  must be made. 

 

Requests for pick-up will not be accepted after 

4:30 pm on April 20.  However, collection will 

continue until  brush is collected from all residents 

who have called in requests.  

 

Residents who do not contact the Township for the 

Spring collection prior to April 20 will have the 

opportunity to participate in the monthly collection 

service provided by Waste Management or the Fall 

2012 brush collection program.  Watch for details 

on these programs in future Newsletters. 

 

Brush Collection Regulations 

 

Limbs and brush should be placed along the 

curb, within four (4) feet of the edge of the 

street, but not in the street. Limbs that are four 

(4) inches or less in diameter may not exceed 

eight (8) feet in length. Limbs that are more 

than four (4) inches in diameter may not ex-

ceed four (4) feet in length. 

Hedges, vines, shrubs and other brush must be 

separated from tree limbs and securely tied in 

bundles less than sixteen (16) inches in diameter. 

Each property is limited to one (1) truckload of 

brush.  This equals about six cubic yards. 

Wood chips may be available upon request by 

calling Loren Kephart, 412-784-1784 Ext. 206. 
 

A notice will be left at homes where the brush is 

not properly prepared for pick-up. The notice will 

explain why the brush was refused for collection.
